On February 21st, 1999 the singer Kaya, the creator of seggae music, died in his cell in
Alcatraz prison. The lack of detail on the exact cause of his death led to riots in Roche Bois
that rapidly spread to other parts of the island. People in the poorer districts were angry
and clashes between different communities occurred in various places, leading to looting,
fires, destruction of buildings and the death of eight people.

These serious clashes lasted for five days and left an indelible mark on the Mauritian
population.
